Since it doesn't always cause 
symptoms, you may not know you have it. The only way to know is by getting screened. 
Screening can find precancerous polyps, so they can be removed before they turn into cancer. 
This is one cancer you can prevent! Plus, screening can find colorectal cancer at an early stage, 
when the chance for a full recovery is very high. Talk with your doctor and get tested for 
colorectal cancer. Medicare and many insurance plans help pay for screening. Get screened ...
